EAARS is proud to announce that Greens Peak has returned to the
airwaves. After quite some time being unlinked from the rest of the
EAARS system, full use has been restored.

The biggest issue on restoring Greens Peak, was getting there. There are
many areas on the route up there that are in the shadow of the sun and it
can take an extended amount of time for the snow on the road to melt
making it almost impossible to get there until it's melted.

A big THANK YOU to Larry NSBG and Joe K7JEM for taking a day trip to
reach the site and make the needed repairs. The issue was a link radio at
the Greens Peak site that points to Pinal Peak had failed. Normally when
a link radio or microwave link fails, it causes the repeater to go into
“Stand Alone” mode which is what we believe happened. Just as a rule of
thumb, the EAARS courtesy beep is generated at the Heliograph hub site.
If you do not hear the courtesy beep, that's a sure sign that the link is
offline and should be reported to an EAARS officer.

You will also see one additional photo here of Dan AF7EF on the Greens
Peak tower making a repair. This photo was from a year or two ago when
Dan climbed the tower at Greens Peak to make repairs to an EAARS
antenna. | don't think credit was ever given. Thanks Dan.

New EAARS Streaming Audio
Computer Installed

During the month of May, you may have noticed
that the EAARS streaming audio was offline.
The old XP based box finally presented the
famous BLUE SCREEN OF DEATH and refused
to boot. A new Windows 10 based box was
purchased and the EAARS streaming audio is
back on the air (ur uh internet) and is sounding
great. After some fine tuning of the multiple
audio levels (they can't just have one), it is
sounding great and very clear.

The EAARS streaming audio receiver is based in
Tucson and two frequencies are scanned. Both
the Mt Lemmon EAARS repeater and the
Downtown EAARS repeater. To the listener, you
don't know which one is being streamed. The
advantage to this is, if one goes down, the other
will pick up. Redundancy is great. If the
microwave link fails between Bigelow and
Heliograph, then you will only hear the Tucson
side on the stream (no courtesy beep).

You can use just about any “Police Scanner”
software on your smart phone to receive the
streaming audio from the EAARS repeater or
many use the Broadcastify app which also
works great. For us using Desktops and
Laptops (remember those?), you can stream the
EAARS audio directly from the radioreference.
com website or simply go to the EAARS.COM
website and click on the STREAMING AUDIO
link. EAARS Streaming Audio can be heard
world wide and is the preferred way to monitor
the EAARS audio when out of the repeater
range. Please DO NOT use Echolink or IRLP to
just listen. Also keep in mind, anything you
hear on the audio stream, is delayed about 60
seconds. Example would be... If the NTS Traffic
Net starts at 18:30, you will hear the audio
about 18:31.

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Slow cooker BEQ ribs are juicy, saucy, and tender
the meat literally falls right off the bone. Add
this easy recipe to your list of crockpot recipes.

Ingredients:

2 racks baby back ribs (3-4 1b.), cut in half
1 tablespoon brown sugar

2 tablespoon salt

/2 tablespoon paprika

1 teaspoon garlic powder

2 teaspoon ground black pepper

1 teaspoon mustard powder (optional)

1 medium onion, coarsely chopped

Y2 cup water

Y2 cup BBQ sauce, homemade or store bought

Directions:

1. Pat dry ribs with paper towel completely and set aside.

2. In a small bowl, whisk together all the dry rub ingredients including brown
sugar, salt, pepper, garlic powder, paprika and mustard powder until evenly
distributed. Rub and spread onto ribs using your hands until evenly coated. You
can use disposable gloves for easier clean up.

3. Spread chopped onions evenly inside a 6-quart slow cooker (crockpot) and add
water.

4. Place the ribs in the slow cooker and generously brush half of the barbecue
sauce on top of each rib. You can stack the ribs on top of each other into 2 layers.
5. Cover and cook on the LOW setting for 8-10 hours or on the HIGH setting for
4-6 hours. When time is up, the slow cooker will automatically switch to WARM
setting. Serve immediately with remaining BBQ sauce.

6. Optionally, to achieve crispy and nicely charred ribs, gently remove the ribs
and place them on a large half sheet baking pan lined

with parchment paper. Baste with additional BBQ ‘: [' ! !
sauce, if desired. Broil the ribs on top rack of the

oven on high for 5-7 minutes until nicely browned. co Ok
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
